A Second Chance rooted in the environs of St Joseph Academy...

From KG to Senior Cambridge: My memoirs ...nostalgic, appreciative,
reflective and inspiring...

Itis with a deep sense of nostalgia, gratitude and joy that I write to my fellow alumni.

For a Josephite, the years spent traversing the grounds from the KG section to the final days of
Senior Cambridge are not merely an education — they are the very bedrock of my character. This
truth has never been clearer to me then and during the over 3 years, when I wrote my memoirs,
When Life Gives You A Second Chance.

The book is the story of a dramatic pivot in my life, yet its lessons in perseverance were

undoubtedly learned right here, in the classrooms of the school.

I recall how our physics teacher, Mr. D’Souza would knuckle dust the students if they were ever
unprepared for his questions or the chemistry teacher, Mr. G C Gupta would pinch twist our arms,
‘Are chonch...kuch kaam to kar liya karoo’, if we did not give the correct answers post his teaching.
Irecall vividly, being hauled up by the Principal Bro Doolie for talking in Hindi, or occasions when
Bro Donavan, me being excessively talkative, I was asked to stand in the corner or outside the class

so that all passers by could see me. The learnings have paid rich dividends during my adultlife.

Again during school annual sports day practice time, I was awed with my classmates participating
in 1600 meters cycle racing practice. I too picked my unprepared cycle and self-confidence and
participated in the selection race and to my utter surprise came 3rd.Thereafter I came 1st in the
sports day final race. Wow! Eventually I earned laurels in the District Sports too for the cycle racing
event. Later I cycled from Dehra Dun to Delhi, a distance of 165miles along with school buddy,
Kaka (Kuldip Bajaj). A "Second Chance" mindsetindeed.

During my later life years, I faced several occasions when the situation demanded I rebuild my life
from the ground up. I didn't need to look for a new philosophy. I simply recalled the unyielding
spirit that was nurtured in us during those inter-house competitions and the quiet insistence of our
teachers to always finish the task. That foundational fortitude is what turned a crisis into an

opportunity.




In my book, When Life Gives You A Second Chance, my memoirs take the reader on a
candid and gripping exploration of personal crisis, resilience, and relentless pursuit of
purpose, focusing on inspiration. Several early readers have remarked that the book is more

than a memoir; it's a testament stated t to the resilience of the human spirit presentin all.

A single unexpected life upheaval, post hospitalization for 12 days during 2019 and
diagnosis of Septicemia, a life threatening blood infection lead to multi organ failures.
Doctors categorically advised that there were no further medical answers to my problems!

The catastrophic moment upended my very existence...

Later reflection, validated the struggles of adapting to a new reality and celebrated the inner
strength we all possess to navigate the unseen. It's a testament to the fact that the challenges

we face donotlimit us; they only demand a different kind of vision.

This sudden event shattered the rhythm of my world, forcing me to rely on self-faith and on
inner clarity. Irecovered through self-faith and wrote my memoirs to rediscover my identity

and the true meaning of success.

The book is an intimate, powerful account of navigating darkness and finding a new,
stronger direction. A compelling journey of spirit, touch, and profound adaptation spread
over 8 decades. Every life is defined by moments of failure and redemption. With an honesty
thatis bothrare and inspiring.

Ifeel setbacks are merely setups for powerful comebacks. The most important path is the one
you feel, not the one you see.

A Message to the Alumni. I encourage fellow alumni to look back at their own SJA years and
identify the core values that have sustained them.

My understanding of a Second chance isn't just one dramatic event; it's the daily decision to

learn, forgive, and move forward —a habit we learned early on...
Iwish thatall for readers, their Second chance may be better than the first.
Iexpress my deep gratitude for the school's enduring legacy in my life.
